
Substances (1/2): carrying out common diagnostic tests

Acid reaction consultants: diagnostic test instruction sheet
Reaction with acid (vinegar) – Add a tiny amount (= match head) of the substances to be tested to a test-tube/small glass jar of vinegar.  Bubbling and dissolving means reaction.

Investigation question: Does the substance bubble and dissolve in acid?
