
Substances (1/2): carrying out common diagnostic tests

Melting consultants: diagnostic test instruction sheet
Melting – Add a tiny amount (= match head) of the substances to be tested to a metal jar lid.  Use tongs to hold the lid over a candle flame for two minutes or until the substance melts (turns liquid).

Investigation question: Does the substance melt when heated over a flame?
